Instructions for Typing the Platform Issue Statement

Please remember.  This ONE (1) page, single-spaced document combined with the Contestant’s Resume, will comprise your entire application for this job.  The judges will receive exactly what is submitted.  Any items submitted that do not fit the established criteria will be returned for correction only once.  Any items which do not meet the criteria or are submitted after the deadline will not be given to the judges. If your Platform Statement (local) or National Platform Statement (state & national) arrives on the day of the deadline, but does not meet the criteria, there will not be time to return it to you; therefore, it will not be given to the judges.  The contestant may explain the lack of judging materials during her interview, if she so chooses.

Local Contestants – Explain to the judges what your chosen platform is, how you will promote it, and why it is important for the local pageant to embrace this platform.

State and National Contestants – Prepare a statement explaining your plans for developing the “National Platform” in your state and nationally if you should be chosen Miss America’s Outstanding Teen.  In addition, explain how you will further the Miss America Outstanding Teen program “brand” to the public.
